Harmony Foundation International launched its
first planned giving effort in 2015 with the Legacy
of Harmony initiative, aimed at raising $5 million to
lay the groundwork for the endowment.

The first phase of the effort was to find donors
willing to serve as charitable ambassadors, in a
sense, by making gifts that would provide matching
funds for irrevocable estate gifts. The target date for
completion of the first phase was December 2016,
but thanks to the generosity of three key contributors,
the foundation reached its goal in just seven
months — 11 months early — with total pledges of
$500,000 to provide matching funds. These gifts
ensureeverynew qualifying contributiontothe Legacy
of Harmony initiative would be enhanced by a full
10 percent.

What is an endowment and why is it important?

An endowment is critical to an organization in
maintaining its relevance and mission because the
full value of the endowment remains in tact forever.
It is invested in interest-bearing accounts, and the
organization — in this case, Harmony Foundation
International — receives the interest to be used for
mission-critical projects.

Because the fund is invested, it is perpetual. It is
supported fully by donors who designate their gifts
for the endowment, while others prefer to see their
gifts used immediately.

He sang in college quartets, International qualifying quartets, the Front Row of the Sound of the
Rockies and 52eighty Youth Chorus, with whom he sang at multiple Youth Chorus Festivals. Both the
art and family of Barbershop, in Tyler’s words, saved his life and inspired him to make a difference in

the lives of others.
